Position Description: 
 

A. Major Responsibilities: 
• Work together with, report to, and resource the Pastor and Christian Education 

committee.   
• Plan and implement as a team our Children’s and Youth Sunday School program 

overseeing church members as teachers or teaching yourselves when church 
members are not available. 

• Plan and implement together fellowship activities for children, youth, and 
families.   

• Create and maintain a current database of children and youth connected with the 
church.   

• Create relationships and participate in activities children and youth are active in, 
in order to help youth feel they are a vital component of the church family.   

• Resource and assist the Pastor and Christian Education committee with 
curriculum choice, curriculum development and teacher training for Sunday 
school.   

• Recruit volunteers to teach in Sunday school, assist in fellowship activities and 
assist with vacation bible school.

These person’s 
theology must be founded in the Reformed Faith and communicate itself to the 
children, youth, and members of the congregation and community.
