SIXTH “EVERY DECADE “ WEDDING REUNION 

Sunday, June 21, 2009, is the date for the sixth “every decade reunion” of couples Rev. Ken 
Kettlewell has held. It all began in 1959, when he was pastor of the Corinth Presbyterian Church 
in Dayton, Ohio. He and his wife, Jean, sponsored a dinner of couples he had married during his 
ten year pastorate there. That was a special occasion, of course, and ten years later when he was 
pastor of the Oak Hill Presbyterian Church in Akron, he decided to repeat the event, inviting all 
the couples he had Married in both Dayton and Akron . That was 1969.  
 
Ten years later, 1979, he was pastor of old First Presbyterian Church in downtown Detroit, the 
oldest Protestant Church in the state of Michigan! Wedding reunion No. 3 came along with about 
a hundred persons gathered with pastor who married them. Several couples from Dayton made 
the trip to Detroit for the day. And one couple from Pittsburgh joined them. 
 
Another ten years, and now 1989, and Kettlewell is in his final parish. He and Jean scheduled 
another wedding reunion, and a hundred or more enjoyed the day. 
 
Another ten years, and it’s 1999, and the “marrying pastor” is retired and living in New Concord. 
They have another, the 5th “every decade” wedding reunion. They and the couples all expected 
the 1999 event to be the fifth and final. Not so! Here comes another one, the sixth “every 
decade” reunion. It will be at the Masonic Home in Springfield, Ohio, where Ken lives. (His 
wife, Jean, died five years ago after 58 years of marriage.) The schedule on June 21 will be: 
10:00 A. M. Worship in the Masonic Home auditorium. A service Is held there every Sunday 
morning with Kettlewell playing the organ instead of preaching. The Chaplain has invited him to 
preach that morning. His sermon title: “Happily Ever-Aftering.” A friend will be singing 
“Because” and “I Love You Truly.” 11:30 A. M. Wedding lunch in the Masonic Home private 
dining room. Special introductions will include the couple who has traveled the farthest to come 
AND the couple who have been married the longest. The lunch is a gift to all who attend. 
Invitations are going out to all the 749 couples he has married since 1947. Of course, several are 
not living now, and several couples have been divorced. It’s a challenge to get the mailing 
address for many couples, but Dr. Kettlewell is working on it. So far as she knows, he is the only 
pastor who has kept his total wedding record and has held an “every decade” reunion of the 
couples. Here comes the 6th one! 
 
He really doesn’t know how the idea began, except as he left the Dayton pastorate, it seemed to 
be just right. And it has continued to seem right and good the next half century! 
 
One addition to the traditional reunion will be the inviting of the “golden couples” who live at 
the Masonic Home in Springfield. There are 37 couples here who have been married fifty years 
or more.
