HISTORY OF SUGAR CREEK PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH, DAYTON, OHIO

The roots of Sugar Creek Presbyterian Church lie in rural Kentucky, in three small churches outside of
Lexington, chartered by the General Associate Synod of Scotland in 1799. In protest against the
legalization of slavery in Kentucky at the time of its admission to the Union, the entire congregation
moved "up out of the land of slavery" to Ohio, and in 1804, began two churches in Green County,
Sugar Creek and Massey's Creek. Sometime later, Massey's Creek Church closed, while Sugar Creek
continued to grow and to move gradually into Montgomery County. With Dayton's post-World War |1
growth, Sugar Creek evolved from a country church to a suburban church. Sugar Creek has had four
different houses of worship in Ohio. The present building was constructed following a 1911 fire,
expanded in 1961, and renovated following a September 1997 fire. The current pastor of Sugar Creek
is Julia Wharff.
